Almost doubling the score of their nearest competitor, the
60 th Infantry representatives far outclassed the other regiments
in the recent Division competitive tests. Sweeping clean in the
81mm Mortar and Light Machine Gun tests the Go-Devils
captured six first places, eight seconds and five thirds for a

total of 51 points.

Although Co. L mortar
squad took third in the 60mm test,
it was Go-Devil, Pfc.

The name of Fort Wilson, home of
the Third Battalion, was changed to
Fort Jones, at an impressive ceremony;,
held on the Blue Bartalion parade
grounds Monday. The change of name
was made in honor of First Lt. Wood-
row Jones, formerly of “K” Co., who
was killed while leading his platoon in
an attack upon Hof, Ger., the night
of March 26th 1945.

Shortly after receiving the order to
capture the German held town, the
platocn under the leadership of Lt. Jones
was pinned down, by a concentration
of enemy artillery and automatic wea-
pons fire.
